College Credit Plus/AP Meetings - On Monday, February 10, at 6:00 PM, there 
will be a meeting in the auditeria for the parents of high school students who may be 
interested in taking college level courses during next school year.  There are two 
main options at Kalida High School for students to take college level courses.  One 
option is that students can take a few at Kalida High School.  These courses are ei-
ther taught by a college instructor or members of our KHS staff who have been ap-
proved by James A. Rhodes State College to teach respective courses. The following 
courses at Kalida High School are high school courses which can be taken for 
college credit through Rhodes State College:  Psychology, Computer Applica-
tions, Introduction to Engineering, Digital Electronics, and Computer Aided 
Drafting.
